Greek language. During the Hellenistic era, its strategic location served as an
important base for the successors of Alexander the Great. Under Roman
rule, however, the island’s influence waned.
Christianity reached Thera early, with an established church by the 4th
century A.D. The name Santorini emerged during the Crusades, inspired by
the Church of Agia Irini (Santa Irene), believed to have stood in Perissa or
Riva on Thirasia. Today, the island’s volcanic landscapes and rich history
continue to fascinate visitors from around the world.

The iconic crescent shape of Santorini owes its existence to powerful volcanic activity in prehistoric times—an event that has long been
associated with the legend of Atlantis. Approximately 3,600 years ago, a cataclysmic eruption reshaped the landscape, creating the
present-day geological caldera: a vast, almost rectangular lagoon measuring roughly 12 by 7 kilometers, encircled by dramatic cliffs
soaring up to 300 meters high.

The volcano’s gentler activity since that monumental eruption has formed the two small islands within the caldera—Palea Kameni and
Nea Kameni. Renowned for their stark volcanic terrain and hot springs, attract hundreds of visitors, offering a rare opportunity to explore
an active volcanic landscape.

The caldera provides breathtaking panoramas, while the island’s arid climate and near-constant sunshine bathe it in varying hues
throughout the day. The interplay of light, shadow, and volcanic cliffs creates an ever-changing canvas, making it a paradise for
photographers, nature lovers, and those in search of striking, unforgettable vistas.
